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Adam Hamilton presents a welcoming, inspiring vision of eight Christian denominations and faith traditions. Comparing the Christian family to our own extended families, he contends that each denomination has a unique, valuable perspective to offer on the Christian faith.  He examines Orthodoxy, Catholicism, Lutheranism, Presbyterianism, Anglicanism, Baptists, Pentecostalism, and Methodism. For each group, Hamilton gives a brief history, outlines major beliefs, and describes some things we can learn from that tradition to strengthen our own Christian faith. 








Christianity and World Religions is the third title in a series of video-based small-group studies from Adam Hamilton.. The study is designed as a “fishing expedition,” with tools and helps that will enable congregations to make the study a church-wide and community-wide outreach event, including sermon starters and promotion aids. It is six weeks long, with the following topics:


 1. Questions Thinking People Ask, 2.Hinduism, 3. Buddhism, 4. Islam, 5. Judaism, 6. Christianity


The opening session deals openly and honestly with questions people ask about other religions, including why we should believe the claims of Christianity over those of other faiths.  Hamilton interviews leaders from each tradition and includes the taped comments in his remarks. He treats the world religions with respect, recognizing the unique contributions of each and then comparing and contrasting them with Christianity. In the final session, he attempts to distill the essential beliefs of Christianity, in light of the other religious beliefs that have been presented.
