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Devotion – Daily Bible Study and 

journaling aid to devotion to God.

Readiness for lifelong learning – Try to be a student of today’s culture while also anchoring to people of the past through Christian classics.  As disciples of Jesus let everything you read and observe become points of discipleship.
Investing in key relationships – Begin with your family.  Be available to support your spouse and children.

Visioning for the future – If you have no future picture you will live in the past.  It’s critical that you have a picture, because you become your life picture.

Eating and exercise – With the Apostle Paul, say “do as I do” in all areas of your life including the way you take care of your heart and health.

Slaughter says D.R.I.V.E. has become a way of life.  Jude says “build yourself up in faith,” “and these are the disciplines that help me grow”.  If you don’t have a self-management model that works for you, will you try this one until you create your own “acronym” approach?
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Our culture constantly shows how leaders have failed-from Bill Clinton’s indiscretion to Martha Stewart’s deception, from the business collapse at Enron to the military meltdown at Abu Ghraib prison. Many church problems likewise can be traced back to a failure of leadership. Such problems are nothing new. Stories of leadership failures are chronicled throughout the Bible.


Every follower of Christ needs to find the self-management practice that creates momentum for life and guards against the temptation to downsize God’s dream. God wants to win the war for the soul of the world, and it begins with management of our own inner world.


In Momentum for Life, Slaughter shares leadership tools that will inspire and show you how to sustain personal health, integrity, and strategic focus as a leader.  His five life practices for balance and self-leadership together form the acronym D-R-I-V-E.  They remind you that leadership is not about entitlement, but example.
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
